I. INRODUCTION
This template provides authors with most of the formatting specifications needed for preparing electronic versions of their papers. An introduction, methods, results and discussion must be included when submitting this paper.
Headings may be used as required. Please adopt the Small-Caps heading style. References may be included if necessary as may figures. But the overall paper (including references and figures) cannot exceed the one page limit. Do not change the margins, column widths, font sizes or line spacing to squeeze more text into a limited number of pages. Use italics for emphasis; do not underline.
II. METHODS
Please don’t put figures and tables to the abstract. Use 10 points Times New Roman for the main text.
Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have been defined in the abstract. Do not use abbreviations in the title or heads unless they are unavoidable [1]. Use either SI (MKS) or CGS as primary units. (SI units are encouraged.)
III. RESULTS

You will need to determine whether or not your equation should be typed using either the Times New Roman or the Symbol font (please no other font). To create multileveled equations, it may be necessary to treat the equation as a graphic. Equation numbers, within parentheses, are to position flush right, as in (1), using a right tab stop. Italicize Roman symbols for quantities and variables, but not Greek symbols. Use a long dash rather than a hyphen for a minus sign.
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IV. DISCUSSION
Note that the equation is centered using a center tab stop. Be sure that the symbols in your equation have been defined before or immediately following the equation.

Acknowledgment

The preferred spelling of “acknowledgment” is without an “e” after the “g”. Avoid “One of us (R. B. G.) thanks”; try “R. B. G. thanks”. Put sponsor acknowledgments in the footnote.
